
FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS 

 FOR “INSTRUMENTAL JUGALBANDHI MUSIC COMPETITION”. 

1. How many people in a team are allowed to perform? 

Ans. Minimum 2 in a team & maximum 6. 

 

2. Can a team consist of people from different schools / colleges? 

Ans. YES but with valid ID cards. 

 

3. How much time does a team get to perform? 

Ans: Both for audition and finals each team will be given 20 minutes to perform which includes 5 

minutes for setting up. 

 

4. Where will be the competition be held? 

Ans: In the state of the art Manik Sabhagraha auditorium at Bandra Reclamation- Mumbai- 50 Tel: 

+91 22 61378484. 

 

5. When are the finals of the competition? 

Ans:  The Finals are on February 11, 2012 at Manik Sabhagraha- Bandra Reclamation- Mumbai-50. 

 

6. How does one qualify for the Finals? 

Ans: Depending on response from schools & colleges the participants will be separated to “school” 

and “college” categories. Based on number and type of entries the same will be reviewed for call for 

Audition. Prior to the finals there will be audition of “select” teams during the last week of January 

2012. The teams who qualify for the Finals will be informed after the Audition is completed.  

 

7. What if we exceed the time limit? 

Ans:  Sound and lights will be shut after 21 minutes. 

 

8. Are we allowed to create music using different non musical objects/instruments 

Ans: Yes if properly synchronized eg. “BAND STOMP” in UK. 

 

9. Are vocals or dance allowed? 

Ans: No only instruments allowed. 

 

10. Would we get extra passes for our family and friends? 

Ans: Every participating colleges/team in the competition will be provided with 10 entry passes for 

the performance. 

 

11. Would the instruments be provided? 

Ans: No, participants should bring their own instruments. 

 

12. Who are the judges for the competition? 



Ans: The judges are leading musicians who are well acclaimed and experienced. The decision of 

judges will be final and binding on each participating team. 

 

13. What about the entry/participation fee? 

Ans: No entry fees. Entry is free to all. Only students with valid School or college ID cards allowed 

to participate,
