1. As you are aware, the Government of India and the Government of Maharashtra had

directed schools to be closed during the lockdown period imposed due to the COVID-19
pandemic.

2. The two Governments have been lifting the lockdown in a phased manner and have
permitted the re-opening of physical schooling, subject to certain terms and conditions.
These terms and conditions ( Standard Operating Procedures — SOPs) have been set
out by the Government of India ( Ministry of Education) and the Government of
Maharashtra ( including School Education and Sports Department). These terms and
conditions are available on the website of the respective ministries.

3. You are requested to read the SOPs of the respective Governments and take an
informed decision and give informed consent or refusal as to whether you will be
sending your child to the school physically.

4. In case any student is found not following the protocol, the School will not permit the
student to attend school. Parents are expected to train their respective wards on all
safety protocols such as wearing mask / social distancing / hand and other hygiene etc.
while in School as well as while travelling to and from School.

5. Parents are also requested to confirm that in case their ward has come / comes in
contact with COVID-19 patient, the parents will not send their ward to School, under
intimation to the School. The parents will send their ward to School only after she / he is

declared medically fit to attend after conducting necessary medical tests to confirm that
their ward is COVID Negative

6. School reserves the right to not permit a student to attend School in case the School
finds that the student is not following protocol / rules / discipline, and the decision of the
School will be final and binding in this matter.

7. School / Management shall not be held responsible in case any iliness is contracted by
any student during this period of Schooling.

8. Parents / Guardians are requested not to visit the School during this period.

9. Parents / Guardians are requested to provide their ward with a spare mask / small hand
sanitizer bottle as part of their daily routine. Parents are requested to train their wards
not to share any item with fellow students during this period.

10. The format of consent is annexed hereto. Parents giving consent to send their ward to
School may tick the “YES" box. Parents who do not wish to send their ward to School
presently may tick the “No” box .
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. You are requested to fill in the same and return it to the school, at your earliest and in
any case, to enable the school to take informed decisions for implementation of start of
